I will remain in the world no longer, but Jerry is

still in the world, and I am coming to you, Holy Father.

Protect Jerry by the power of your name - the name you gave

me - so that Jerry may be one as we are one.

I have given Jerry your word and the world has hated Jerry,

for Jerry is not of the world any more than I am of the

world.  My prayer is not that you protect Jerry out of the

world, but that you protect Jerry from the evil one.  Jerry

is not of the world even as I am not of it.  Sanctify Jerry

by the truth, your word is truth.  As you sent me into the

world,  I have sent Jerry into the world.  For Jerry, I

sanctify myself, that Jerry too may be truly sanctified.

My prayer is not for Jerry alone.  I pray also for those who

will believe in me through Jerry's message.  I have given

Jerry the glory that you gave me that Jerry may be one as we

are one.  I in Jerry and you in me.  Father, I want Jerry

whom you have given me to be with me where I am and see my

glory, the glory you have given me because you loved me

before the creation of the world.

Righteous Father, though the world does not know you, I know

you and Jerry knows that you have sent me.  I have made you

known to Jerry and will continue to make you known in order

that the love you have for me may be in Jerry and that I

myself may be in Jerry.
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
